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In Waking Hours, Sarah Lubin continues her exploration 
of female figures suspended in time. Mostly seen in pairs, 
but sometimes shown alone, Lubin’s contemplative 

women are observed engaging in activities that appear 
familiar yet uncanny. They occupy their depicted spaces 
with noticeable ease and stillness, whether reading by the 
stairs or conversing in a courtyard. Lubin elevates these 
commonplace moments through her use of dramatic 
chiaroscuro techniques, striking compositions, and 
sculpted forms.

Lubin blurs the hierarchy between her backgrounds and 
subjects. The artist states that her “figures are inextricably 
linked to the moments they inhabit.” Through the use 
of light and color, Lubin portrays architectural spaces 
that interact with the female forms, creating a dialogue 
between the inanimate and the living. 

Natural and artificial light sources cast flat planes of color across rooms and over 
lithe figures, transforming common spaces into networks of abstract shapes. 
Faces are partially shrouded in shadow, while sharp bands of light illuminate 
nearby forms. This tonal contrast enhances the moods of the compositions, 
imbuing the work with a theatrical undercurrent that unifies the women and 
their environments.

Lubin’s paintings celebrate dualities. Decorative patterns and vibrant hues are 
quieted by stoic countenances. Spaces appear to compress yet expand. Crisp 
lines and geometric shapes are countered by soft gradations and curvilinear 
forms, particularly in the artist’s rendering of faces and hands. Although 
described with more detail than her backgrounds, the faces are anonymous. 
This namelessness encourages onlookers to imagine the characters’ stories 
and how their narratives will unfurl. Through her dynamic use of visual 
counterpoints, Lubin heightens and reframes the everyday.

Each painting in Waking Hours depicts a place and time as a confluence of 
elements, both observed and invented, that emerge out of the painting process. 
Figures are inextricably linked to the moments they inhabit. The spaces both 
contain and connect. While there is a sense of comfort, vitality is generated 
through the interaction of color and the contrast of flat shapes with sculptural 
elements, particularly faces and hands, evoking a story.
